INFORMATION PRESENTATION

Mayor Kuhns opened a Public Hearing at 6:02 p.m., for discussion of the City’s submission of
a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Action Fund Loan. City Manager Mari
Macomber reported that HIT-Missouri asked the City to apply on their behalf for a $450,000
CDBG Action Fund Loan. HIT stated they need the funds to move forward with their DNA
Forensic lab, and in return HIT will provide 18 new jobs over 3 years. The public hearing is
required under the application. The loan would be between HIT and the State of Missouri.




There would be no City liability, other than providing in-kind by doing the application and
ensuring the administrative parts are completed.

There being no further comments, Mayor Kuhns closed the hearing at 6:03 p.m.

CITIZEN PARTICIPATION

Shaunte Strong, 411 S. Marion: Ms. Strong stated that Kirksville was once a thriving
community and is full of hard-working individuals. She voiced concerns that there are not
many places in Kirksville to shop, and many have closed over the years. She stated that
Kirksville is the largest town in a 72-mile radius, and that she is tired of traveling to other
cities to shop.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF KIRKSVILLE, MISSOURI, STATING INTENT TO SEEK
FUNDING THROUGH THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM
AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO PURSUE ACTIVITIES IN AN ATTEMPT TO

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City of Kirksville, Missouri, that it desires
to continue participation with the Missouri Department of Economic Development in
plans and activities for the improvement of our community under the activities
authorized pursuant to the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974.

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Mayor of Kirksville, Missouri hereby
is authorized to pursue and submit documents which are necessary in applying for
funding and establishing an administrative organization to implement activities pursuant
to the aforementioned act.

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the City proposes to contribute $2,500 inkind
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labor for grant administration. The City will also provide a secured forgivable loan in
the amount of $200,000. Total CDBG funds requested is $450,000 to successfully
complete the project for Human Identification Technologies — Missouri, LLC.

City Manager Macomber explained that the Ordinance is a requirement of a grant the City
was awarded, and it needs to be approve in order to move forward and receive the funds.
The Ordinance will give the Mayor authorization to execute documents on behalf of the City.
The Safe Routes To School Grant allows for improvements to pedestrian and bicycle
transportation for students kindergarten through 8" grade. The City will use the grant to
improve sidewalks around the school district. The proposed area includes: Patterson Street
from Baltimore Street to Cottage Grove, Normal Street from Baltimore Street to Ray Miller
Elementary; and a new sidewalk on Cottage Grove Place between LaHarpe Street and
Hamilton Street. The Kirksville R-Ill School District must do a pre-survey to analyze how
students get to school, and once the program is complete a post-survey would be completed.
There is no match requirement, and the City will receive $133,276.00 in State funds.

THE DESIGNATION OF THE SOUTHEAST QUADRANT ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
AREA AS A REDEVELOPMENT AREA FOR THE PURPOSES OF TAX INCREMENT
FINANCING, AND PRESCRIBING MATTERS RELATED THERETO.

Council Member Chrisman moved to approve Bill No. 2011-12 on the first reading; seconded
by Council Member Fajkus.

City Manager Macomber stated that this Ordinance is a housekeeping item. The South TIF
was an area that included what is now the Days Inn. There was a plan to do additional
improvements in infrastructure in that area. In order to complete these improvements, a TIF
was implemented. The TIF concluded in approximately 2006 or 2007, because the projects
were completed and the remaining funds that could have been collected were not needed.
Notification had already been given to the taxing districts, the County Assessor and the
County Collector. The City needs to take formal action to dissolve the TIF through an
ordinance. The Ordinance was drafted by Gilmore & Bell.

Revolving Loan Fund: Human Identification Technologies — Missouri, LLC

Council Member Chrisman moved to approve a loan award to Human Identifications
Technology- Missouri (HIT-M) in the amount of $15,000 from the City’s Revolving Loan Fund;
seconded by Council Member Fajkus.

City Manager Macomber explained that this is the first installment of a $200,000 forgivable
loan to HIT-M, provided certain criteria are met. The agreement between HIT-M and the City
of Kirksville outlines City and HIT requirements. HIT must: complete the application with the
State of Missouri for the CDBG Action Fund Loan; provide proof that all real property taxes at
616 E. Shepherd are paid; complete the revolving loan application; and provide collateral
information to the City to secure the loan. The initial $15,000 loan would be forgivable if HIT-
M receives the $450,000 loan through the State. The remaining $185,000 would be secured
loans as well. $15,000 in checks will be issued to HIT-MO and appropriate 3" parties to
cover expenses needed during a 90-day period to ensure the building is maintained.

Waste Water Treatment Plant Improvements Agreement with HDR Engineering

Council Member Chrisman moved to authorize the City Manager to enter into an Agreement
with HDR Engineering, Inc., for engineering services for planning for required improvements
to the City’s Waste Water Treatment Plant; seconded by Council Member Fajkus.

City Engineer John Buckwalter explained that the Waste Water Treatment Plant was built in
1976 and the last upgrade was in 1986. The WWTP has been de-rated to its current capacity
of just over 3 million gallons a day, and is using technology that will not be able to meet
standards for the future. The operating permit for this plant expired in February 2011, and it
will be approximately 1 year before a new permit is issued. Buckwalter explained that the
City must begin planning for the future of the plant. The capacity needs to be increased, and
the capability of treating wastewater needs to be improved for the City to be able to expand
industrially or residentially beyond the current levels. There was a selection process for this
item from the previous budget year, and ten statements of qualifications were received. City
Staff interviewed four firms, visited plants designed by those firms, and completed reference
checks. The Staff suggests that the best qualified candidate is the team headed by HDR
Engineering of Lee’s Summit. The team will include HDR as the City’s sole point of contact,
as well as representatives of Klingner Engineering from Hannibal/Quincy and environmental
permitting specialist GeoSyntec of Columbia. The scope of this project is to assist the City in
developing a facility plan for the WWTP, do an anti-degradation analysis for the options, and
assist immediately with the permitting process. The plan will be completed within 365
calendar days, and the fiscal impact will be $18-20 million when ready to build, but the
engineering agreement to complete the plan is not to exceed more than $240,205.

John Buckwalter introduced Pat Young of HDR Engineering. Mr. Young explained that HDR
specializes in WWTP projects in the state of Missouri, and that he would be the Project
Manager for the City. HDR projects include expansions for growth, rehabilitating existing
equipment, and dealing with the permitting issues. There will be a 365-day study to
negotiate permitting, and in approximately one year, the City will know what must be done to
meet EPA and DNR requirements. At that point, the City will have to schedule the work to be
done, and generally there will be a 3 year time limit to bring the plant into compliance. Mr.
Young said the entire project should be completed in approximately 4 years.
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Council Member asked if it would be possible to retrofit the current plant. Mr. Young said that
some facilities at the existing plant will be utilized, and HDR will try to maximize what is in
place. However, how much can be reused will be dictated by the permit limits and what
meets the needs. Mr. Young stated it is too early to tell exactly what is needed at this time.

Council Member Chrisman asked how many years the upgrades will last. City Engineer
Buckwalter stated that it is anticipated to last for 30 years, the facility plan will cover
approximately 20 years. The current plant has served the City well, with approximately 35
years.

Surveying Services for Water Main, Sanitary Sewer Main and Street Improvements
Council Member Chrisman moved to authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement
with Shafer, Kline, and Warren, Inc. for surveying services for water main, sanitary sewer
main and street improvements; seconded by Council Member Fajkus.

City Engineer John Buckwalter stated that there are several construction projects this
season, a number with in-house forces and a few with contracts. All waterline and sewer line
projects require permits from the DNR, and the City needs additional levels of detail and
surveying. The City solicited proposals from prequalified firms. The best fit and lowest price
was from Shafer, Kline and Warren, Inc. of Macon. SKW has been used many times before
by the City. The proposal for work required is $22,400, which will be split between the Water
Capital Maintenance Program Fund, the Wastewater Capital Program Fund, and the
Transportation Sales Tax Fund.

Mayor Kuhns asked if there were any local firms that could perform this service. City
Engineer Buckwalter explained that Benton and Associates has a local office, but operates
mostly out of Macon, the same as SKW. City Manager Macomber stated that the City
evaluated four proposals based on local prefer and qualifications, and SKW was the top
choice.

Franklin Street Improvements—Design-Engineering Services

Council Member Chrisman moved to authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement
with Trabue, Hansen & Hinshaw, Inc. for design-engineering services for improvements to
Franklin Street from Jefferson Street to Patterson Street.; seconded by Council Member
Fajkus.

City Engineer Buckwalter explained that this project will be overseen by the Engineering
division of Public Works, and funded by the Downtown TIF. The construction will not take
place until 2012, but due to the partners involved and detailed involved, the Staff suggests
the design be done in 2011. The Staff recommends using TH&H because it is a continuation
of the design concept used for the Jefferson Street Improvements. This project will use the
same design guidelines approved by Council in 2004, and use same design cues used on
Jefferson Street. The negotiated amount for design is $79,800, which includes the design
phase, bidding and limited construction phase service. The money will be spent over 2
budget years, but the majority will be spent this year.
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The motion carried by the following vote: Mayor Kuhns — aye; Council Members: Chrisman
— aye; Detweller — aye; Fajkus — aye; Rowe — aye. Ayes —5; Nays — 0; Absent — 0.

Tower Lease Agreement—T-Mobile
Council Member Chrisman moved to approve a tower lease agreement with T-Mobile;
seconded by Council Member Fajkus.

City Manager Macomber stated that the City was approached by T-Mobile after T-Mobile
performed an extensive evaluation of several sites within the city. The City has a lattice
tower outside of City Hall that is an ideal site for the services they provide. T-Mobile wants to
replace the lattice tower with a monopole tower. The City and T-Mobile have been
negotiating for several months on the terms and conditions of the agreement. The Tower
lease transmittal will provide the City with a new, improved tower which will use less space
and be much better aesthetically. The new tower will also be taller, and all equipment from
the old tower will be relocated to the new tower. T-Mobile will do the demolition, construction,
and all costs involved with the new tower and transfer of equipment. In return, the City will
own the tower and receive revenue for T-Mobile’s rental of tower space of approximately
$20,000 for the first year, with a 2% increase each year. All of the terms are contingent upon
MoDNR signing off on the new tower. DNR requested the tower be moved due to the
Historic Preservation work, but it would be more costly to move the tower because of all the
wires coming out of City Hall. T-mobile has asked about the City giving them exclusive use
of the tower from competitors and the consensus of the Council was to consider a 5-year
agreement; that topic will be brought back to Council at a later date. The City manager and
City Attorney have gone over the contract several times, and feel it is sufficient. There will be
a brick enclosure to house equipment and surrounding the tower that would complement the
brick in the City Hall building.

Citizen Shaunte Long asked if users that have been kicked off of T-Mobile due to roaming will
now have service. City Manager Macomber stated that she believes T-Mobile is putting up
the new tower to improve service, but that she could get clarification.

Citizen Betty McLane-lles asked about the drawbacks of giving exclusive use to T-Mobile. It
was the general consensus of the Council that since T-Mobile is incurring all the costs,
building the tower, and paying the City $20,000/year, that they would be willing to negotiate
sole access 5 years, then renegotiate at the end of that agreement.

The motion carried by the following vote: Mayor Kuhns — aye; Council Members: Chrisman

Engineering Design and Construction—Water Treatment Plant

Council Member Chrisman moved to approve the execution of an agreement with Gupta &
Associates, Inc. Consulting Engineers (GAl) for electrical and SCADA engineering design
and construction phase services for the Water Treatment Plant (WTP) Lift Station
Improvements Project; seconded by Council Member Fajkus.

City Engineer Buckwalter explained that the City is going to install a sanitary sewer lift station
at the Water Treatment Plant to handle the water used to backwash filters. Currently the
water is captured and eventually discharged into the environment. In the future the water will
be required to be de-chlorinated then discharged. The goal is to discharge the de-chlorinated
water to the Waste Water Treatment Plant, and in order to do so, a lift station is needed. The
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lift station will be designed in-house, but it requires complicated electrical engineering work.
Benton and Associates has been the Engineer for the WTP for almost 10 years, Gupta has
been the electrical engineer that has worked on it since the City began this project. Benton &
Associates had no objections to the City negotiating directly with Gupta. SCADA is the radio
and computer control system for the plant. Due to the load on the City Sanitary Sewer
System, controls must be placed onto when the lift station will work as well as the levels. The
agreement will cover the design, bidding and construction/inspection of the electrical phase of
this work, not to exceed $20,530. Approximately $15,000 of that amount is for the
designphase; the rest is for construction phase services.

Bid—Two Track Loaders

Council Member Chrisman moved to authorize the purchase of two track loaders from Crown
Power, Columbia, Missouri for the individual net cost of $32,148 and $37,373; seconded by
Council Member Fajkus.

City Engineer Buckwalter explained that both of the loaders are scheduled replacements for
the Street and Utility Maintenance Departments. Currently both departments are using
wheeled loaders, and Staff anticipated replacing both with track loaders. The City currently
owns one track loader, and has found that the departments could use track loaders in many
more locations, especially since in lawns, etc. The City solicited bids individually, received
three bids from Altorfer, Tri-State Construction, and Crown Power. The low bid for both units
when considering the value of trade-in was from Crown Power of Columbia. The City
budgeted $42,600 for the Street Department unit; cost will be $32,148. The City budgeted
$44,460 for the Utility Maintenance Department unit; cost will be $37,373. Crown Power
offered a guaranteed buy back after five years of $30,000 each, if they meet the required
conditions.

Street Use for Mary Immaculate Parish 125" Anniversary

of Mary Immaculate Parish; seconded by Council Member Fajkus.

Police Chief Jim Hughes stated that the Parish is having a 125™ Anniversary celebration and
felt the church may not be able to hold all of the attendees. They have requested the use of
Washington Street from New Street to Lewis Street, just one block.

Council Member Detweiler asked how long the event would last. Chief Hughes stated the
church is estimating the event to last approximately six hours.

Mayor Kuhns voiced concern regarding the neighbors of the church within that block. It was
the consensus of the Council that Chief Hughes require the Church to contact the citizens
affected by the street closure.

This
request comes from Michael F. Musso with Sigma Sigma Phi; seconded by Council Member
Fajkus.

Chief Hughes explained that KCOM students made a presentation to the Council to let them
know the event was coming a few months prior. The students did more in-depth planning in
order to assist with scenarios and make it as real as possible. They have requested that
Jefferson and third Street be closed in front of the hospital to assist with getting ambulances
into the Emergency Room.

Don Crosby has represented other entities and been on
the TIF since inception. Mr. Crosby would now like to represent the City. Cherie Bryant has
been the City Staff support to the TIF Commission for the past three years, and expressed
interest in continuing to serve on the Commission.

Council Member Detweiler wanted to convey his appreciation to Cherie for choosing to serve
on the Commission.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

That the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute, on behalf of the City of Kirksville, a
contract with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission providing for funds
for sidewalk improvements through the safe routes to school program.

That all ordinances or parts of ordinances therefore enacted which are in conflict
herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3:
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and
approval.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the
date of its passage and approval.

BILL NO. 2011-12 Ordinance No. 11956

AN ORDINANCE DIRECTING THE DISSOLUTION OF THE SPECIAL ALLOCATION FUND
FOR THE SOUTHEAST QUADRANT ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AREA, TERMINATING
THE DESIGNATION OF THE SOUTHEAST QUADRANT ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
AREA AS A REDEVELOPMENT AREA FOR THE PURPOSES OF TAX INCREMENT
FINANCING, AND PRESCRIBING MATTERS RELATED THERETO.

WHEREAS, the Real Property Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act,
Sections 99.800 to 99.865 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri, as amended (the “Act”),
authorizes municipalities to undertake redevelopment projects in blighted, conservation
or economic development areas, as defined in the Act; and

WHEREAS, the City of Kirksville, Missouri (the “City”) by the passage of
Ordinance No. 10803 on December 29, 1987 (the “TIF Ordinance”) (i) adopted the Plan
for the Southeast Quadrant Economic Development Area (the “Redevelopment Plan”),
(ii) established the Southeast Quadrant Economic Development Area (the
“‘Redevelopment Area”) in the City, (iii) designated the Redevelopment Area as a
“redevelopment area” under the Act, and (iv) approved redevelopment projects
(“Redevelopment Projects”) and redevelopment project areas (“Redevelopment Project
Areas”) under the Act; and

WHEREAS, no obligations (as defined in the Act) were issued with respect with
to the Redevelopment Plan; and

WHEREAS, all costs of the Redevelopment Projects have been paid.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of
Kirksville, Missouri:

SECTION ONE: The Finance Director of the City is hereby authorized and
directed to pay any moneys remaining in the special allocation fund relating to the
Redevelopment Projects to the County Collector of Adair County, Missouri for
distribution to the appropriate taxing districts in the manner provided in the Act.

SECTION TWO: The Finance Director is hereby directed to dissolve the special
allocation fund related to the Redevelopment Projects.

SECTION THREE: The City hereby terminates the designation of the
Redevelopment Area as a “redevelopment area” pursuant to the Act.

SECTION FOUR: The sections of this Ordinance shall be severable. If any
section of this Ordinance is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the
remaining sections shall remain valid, unless the court finds that the valid sections are
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so essential to and inseparably connected with and dependent upon the void section
that it cannot be presumed that the City Council has or would have enacted the valid
sections without the void ones, unless the court finds that the valid sections, standing
alone, are incomplete and are incapable of being executed in accordance with the
legislative intent.

SECTION FIVE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after
the date of its passage.
