MOTOR HOMES

Verlin Wilhite, 2204 Beverly Lane has attended the last two City Council meetings
asking the Council to make a decision regarding whether or not he has to adhere to City
ordinance. It is a violation of City Code to park a motor home in the street or front yard
of any residential property. Mr. Wilhite, was parking his motor home in the front yard. He
was told that he needed to move it to the side or back yard. He moved the motor home
to the side yard, and even though it sticks out a little bit, | told him that was acceptable.
He does not want to park it on the side of his house. He wants to be able to park it in
the front of his house. The parking of these vehicles is a nuisance. Though Mr. Wilhite
has more property than most in town, and his proximity to his neighbors is greater, it is
not possible to develop legislation that takes into count all of the variables. Included with
this Newsletter is a picture of a motor home parked in front of another home. Note the
obstruction it creates for the neighbors view. Council should also know that Mr. Wilhite,
when he was cited, complained about this particular motor home. In addition, review the
following Ordinance and subsequent paragraph regarding previous City Council review
of this matter. Mr. Wilhite has one acre of ground giving him more options than the
majority of our residents. | told the owner that | would share his concern with the City
Council. Please note that this Ordinance has been in effect since 1995.

Sec. 15-347. - Parking or standing of camper boat, trailer, etc.

€) The parking or standing of a camper, boat, trailer, motor home, recreational vehicle,
construction vehicle, truck-tractor and/or semi trailer excluding local commercial motor vehicle, or
similar type of vehicle is hereby prohibited on any public street and/or upon the public right-of-way
at any time. Any such vehicle found to be standing or parked in violation of this section may be
towed away at the owner's expense.

(b) It shall be lawful for the above-described vehicles to park [sic] within the right-of-way after
securing a temporary permit from the chief of police to park such vehicle for a definite length of
time on the street and/or right-of-way.

(Ord. No. 11183, § 1, 4-17-95; Ord. No. 11873, § 1V, 4-20-2009)



A few years ago, a complaint was received from neighbors due to a property owner
parking their motor home on the street beyond a few days. This property owner then
drove around town identifying a list of property owner’'s who she believed to not be in
compliance and submitted the list to the Codes Department. These were checked and
some were found to be in violation. At that time, the City Council discussed the
ordinance and chose to make no changes to the ordinance. The reason for the
ordinance is the width of the residential streets is not often wide enough to
accommodate these larger vehicles, nor are they designed to hold the weight. Also the
size of these vehicles obstructs the view of drivers, posing safety issues for children
who might dart out. Another argument was simply the obstruction that these vehicles
cause for the neighbors. In some neighborhoods they are not as wide open so sitting on
your porch a motor home can block your view. Other neighborhoods are more open so
this isn't as much of an argument, but regulating the differences becomes too
complicated.

LEGISLATIVE CONFERENCE

Mayor Moritz and City Manager Macomber attended MML’s annual Legislative
Conference on Tuesday, February 10 in Jefferson City. This was an opportunity to learn
more about some of the legislation proposed this year. Bills of interest include: HB 662
and SB 222 which would require cities to pay the cost of moving telecommunications
facilities located in the right of way when the City is working on a City project. HB 275
would remove the inflationary factor used to calculate property tax rates. HB 437 and
SB 266 would prohibit cities from providing services, like broadband, that would
compete with the private sector. HB 446 would eliminate the sales tax on purchase of
used vehicles.

REQUEST FOR HANDICAPPED SPACE

The Kirksville Arts Association (KAA) has requested a handicapped parking space in
front of the Kirksville Arts Center, located at 117 South Franklin Street. In discussions
with City staff, the KAA has been informed that a more comprehensive parking study
needs to be conducted in the Downtown prior to taking any action. The KAA was very
understanding, and realizes that their request was not denied: it is simply on hold. City
staff will update the Council as this comprehensive parking study moves forward.

USDOT’'S MAYORS’ CHALLENGE FOR SAFER PEOPLE, SAFER STREETS

The City was recently made aware of the United States Department of Transportation’s
(USDOT) Mayors’ Challenge for Safer People, Safer Streets. This program seeks to
improve safety for bicyclists and pedestrians of all ages and abilities over the next
year. Mayors' Challenge participants will be invited to attend the Mayors' Summit for
Safer People, Safer Streets in March in Washington D.C., and patrticipating cities will
spend the ensuing year helping their communities undertake seven activities to improve
safety. Two points are germane to this request: the City has not allocated any funds to
cover the implementation of this program, nor has it budgeted funds for travel to the
“Mayors’ Summit” in Washington D.C.: an expensive trip. Further, City staff are already
in the process of completing the Complete Streets Project, which is nearly identical to



the Mayors’ Challenge program. City staff does not recommend the Council participate
in the Mayors’ Challenge.

ADAIR COUNTY MOBILE FOOD PANTRY

The Food Bank for Central and Northeast Missouri will be holding an Adair County
Mobile Food Pantry on Saturday, February 28, from 11 am until they are finished at the
Hamilton Street Baptist Church, located at 802 West Hamilton Street. For additional
information, please see the flyer attached to this Newsletter.

ROTARY PARK BRIDGE UPDATE

The Rotary Park Committee of the Rotary Club of Kirksville recently voted to
recommend to their Board of Directors that they proceed with constructing a second
bridge over Bear Creek in Rotary Park. The Committee has recommended they
construct a series of four 60" diameter ADS pipe with head walls and handrails at an
estimated cost of $12,000. This option was one of several offered to them by City
staff. The funding for the bridge would include $6,000 already budgeted by the City with
a matching $6,000 from the Rotary Club of Kirksville. The purpose of the bridge would
be to improve the flow and accessibility of the disc golf course, which was a project by
the Rotaract Club of ATSU. City staff will update the Council as this project moves
forward.

GLASS RECYCLING SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRICT GRANT UPDATE

As last discussed in the January 28, 2015 Council Newsletter, City staff received notice
that the City had been awarded a grant for glass recycling from the Region “C”
Northeast Missouri Solid Waste Management District along with the official grantee
packet and award letter. Since that time City staff announced through local media that
the grant had been awarded, which was a requirement of the grant. City staff will update
the Council as work on this grant moves forward.

MODOT TRANSPORTATION ALTERNATIVES GRANT UPDATE

As last discussed in the January 28, 2015 Council Newsletter, City staff applied for and
was awarded a Transportation Alternatives (TAP) grant through the Missouri
Department of Transportation (MoDOT), allowing the City to construct sidewalks to
further connect our existing sidewalk / hike / bike / trail system on Halliburton and
Florence Streets. Since that time City staff announced through local media that the
grant had been awarded, which was a requirement of the grant. City staff believes that
the project will be completed by December 1, 2015. City staff has until December 2016
to complete the project. City staff will update the Council as work on this grant moves
forward.

AIRPORT FUEL SALES PROFIT / LOSS REPORT FOR JANUARY 2015

City staff has completed a Regional Airport fuel sales profit / loss report for January
2015. Fuel sales were profitable for January 2015. With the changes in the fuel policies
and the efforts being made by Airport Director Glenn Balliew, we felt it important to start
tracking our success in increased fuel sales. Please see the report attached to this
Newsletter.



AMERICAN RED CROSS AND FIRE DEPARTMENT PARTNERSHIP

The local chapter of the American Red Cross and the Fire Department are partnering
together to install smoke detectors for some citizens within the City. Volunteers with the
Red Cross will pre-canvas a selected area, hanging flyers on doors letting people know
of the upcoming event. On March 7™ 2015, from 10 am until 1 pm, identified American
Red Cross volunteers, with support from the Fire Department, will deliver fire safety
information and detectors. The detectors will not just be handed out. If no detectors are
present, and the residents allow, smoke detectors will be installed. If detectors are
present, replacement batteries will be installed. Installed detectors with good batteries
will be tested. This is part of a five year plan with the American Red Cross. City staff will
update the Council as to the success of this partnership.

K-REDI 2015 BUDGET

The Board of Directors for Kirksville Regional Economic Development, Inc. has
approved a budget for 2015. This budget has been submitted to the Council for their
review. The submission of this document is required in our agreement. K-REDI is still
working on its Work Plan and will submit that document to the Council once it is
finalized. Please see the K-REDI 2015 Budget attached to this Newsletter.

MISSOURI TOBACCO TAX: RAISE YOUR HAND FOR KIDS CAMPAIGN

Raise Your Hand for Kids (RYH4K) campaign (a campaign to increase the tobacco tax
in the state of Missouri by 50 cents) just completed its community conversation tour at
the end of January and has been compiling a comprehensive report for distribution.
RYH4K visited 11 cities (Kansas City, St. Louis, Columbia, St. Joseph, Springfield,
Cape Girardeau, Poplar Bluff, Kirksville, Branson, Joplin and West Plains) and held 13
meetings in total where local citizens talked about how to fund early childhood health
and education priorities with a 50-cent increase on cigarettes. Missouri's tobacco tax is
the lowest in the nation.

DEMOLITION PROJECT

City staff has recommended that the City’'s Demolition / Rehabilitation Program be
utilized to assist with the demolition of a house at 507-509 West Hickory Street that has
been condemned and is in violation of City code. This was one of the properties that we
had originally intended to include in the demolition grant, but it was not eligible. The
amount requested is $500, and the owner would be responsible for repayment of the
loan to the City at an interest rate 1/3 of prime. City staff continue to work with the
property owner and are moving forward with a promissory note. City staff will update the
Council as work on the property moves forward.

AIRPORT PAVEMENT REPORT

Since 1970, the Regional Airport runway has received one pavement maintenance
project and that was in 2007. Runway 18-36 has a PCI of 68. Medium and high severity
joint seal damage were recorded along with extensive quantities of low and medium
severity of longitudinal, transverse, and diagonal (LTD) cracking; joint spalling; corner
spalling; durability cracking; large patching; and low-severity small patching.
Additionally, isolated amounts of low-severity corner breaks and low- and medium-
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severity shattered slabs were noted. For comparative purposes, the runway’s pavement
condition index or PCI rating is 68. The PCI is a score between 0 and 100 with 100
being a pavement in excellent condition. The apron design project we are working on
now has a PCI between 33 and 74, so the runway is similar to parts of the apron and is
in need of repair. The rating system is similar to the one we use to rate the condition of
our City streets.

ADAIR COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY TASK FORCE UPDATE

As last discussed in the January 28, 2015 Council Newsletter, City staff continue to
work to ensure that concerns regarding the operation and future of the Adair County
Humane Society (ACHS) are addressed. Representatives from the City met with the
ACHS Board of Directors on Monday, February 23 to discuss the agreement, signed by
the ACHS, which stated that the City would contribute $9,000 to the group in 2014 in
exchange for the formation of, and participation in, the ACHS Task Force. This meeting
was held following a letter from ACHS Treasurer Jackie Eaton regarding the relationship
between the ACHS and City. The ACHS agreed to discuss the matter and respond back
to the City. Please see both the ACHS’s January 2015 Report, along with Eaton’s letter
to City staff, attached to this Newsletter. City staff will update the Council as the work of
the Task Force continues.

DEPARTMENT OF TOURISM REPORT FOR JANUARY 2015

The Department of Tourism, created as a partnership between the City and the
Chamber of Commerce and funded through the Lodging Tax, has submitted its report
for January 2015. Please see the report attached to this Newsletter.

FEBRUARY ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT MEETING WITH TSU

Following a meeting in December, 2014, of the City, K-REDI, Missouri Rural Enterprise
and Innovation Center (MREIC), Moberly Area Community College (MACC), Kirksville
R-Ill Schools, and Truman State University (TSU), TSU President Troy Paino has
scheduled a follow-up meeting for Friday, February 27. During the meeting the various
entities discussed ways in which the education sector can work together to benefit the
economic development of Kirksville and the surrounding area. City staff will update the
Council as to the progress of these meetings and any action that may come about as a
result.

MARK TWAIN TRANSMISSION PROJECT UPDATE

Ameren Transmission has announced their final proposed route for the Mark Twain
Transmission Project, which will run for approximately 100 miles from Palmyra, Missouri
to Kirksville, Missouri, and then North to the border with lowa. The only portion of the
proposed route that has yet to be finalized is the connection between the proposed new
Zachary substation, south of the City’s Wastewater Treatment Plant, and the existing
Adair substation, southwest of the City. This 2.5 mile-long portion would connect the
Mark Twain Transmission Project to the existing, local power grid. Ameren
Transmission has scheduled an Open House to discuss this portion of the project for
Thursday, February 26, from 10 am to 12 pm at the Days Inn in Kirksville. Please see
the maps of the final proposed route for the Mark Twain Transmission Project, along
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with a copy of the letter that was mailed to the City, attached to this Newsletter. City
staff will update the Council as we learn more about the project.

SOCIAL MEDIA COMPANY PROSPECT AND CASE STUDY OPPORTUNITY

K-REDI has been working with a social media company, WeTheP, owned by Andrea
Grazzini, in an effort to attract the company to Kirksville. During those discussions,
Grazzini proposed using Kirksville as a case study regarding economic development,
utilizing WeTheP’s social media platform. The purpose would be to help the City
collaborate in a more process-oriented way with colleagues in all sectors interested in
Kirksville to keep it viable and vibrant with economic development efforts. TSU would
participate in the case study, but other groups would also be equally represented. This
would potentially help weave together the shared interests of many in better and closer
coordination. The groups, in my mind, would be separate, but they'd all be working on
an economic development problem to develop a launchable solution. While this case
study would not directly address WeTheP’s equity needs to relocate to Kirksuville, it
would provide the company some income while providing the City a way to develop
more cohesive cross-sector economic development efforts. City staff will update the
Council as to any progress is made as this proposed case study is evaluated.

THE CITY’'S ANNUAL AUDIT

The City’s annual audit will take place during the week of April 27, 2015 to May 1, 2015.
During that time the City will host auditors reviewing the City’s financial records and
processes. City staff will update the Council as the audit moves forward and present
the results of the audit to the Council once they are available.

US CELLULAR CELL TOWER

US Cellular is looking to locate a new cell tower in the City. US Cellular is looking at
three potential sites: the City-owned lift station behind the Kellwood Hills development,
property to the north of (behind) the Moose Lodge, and property at the north end of
Eastern Village Trailer Court. This is the same tower that the City Council rejected
previously due to citizen concerns for safety. Additionally, Richard Sheets with the
Missouri Municipal League (MML) has provided City staff with details on how the new
telecommunications cell tower law passed by the Missouri State Legislature, and signed
by Governor Nixon, in 2014, will affect the process of locating a new cell tower in the
City. Please see details on that new law from MML attached to this Newsletter. City staff
will update the Council as US Cellular moves forward with their plan.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE CANDIDATES’' FORUM

The Chamber of Commerce Governmental Affairs Committee has scheduled a
Candidates’ Forum for City Council candidates on Monday, March 23, in the Mehegan
Classroom at A. T. Still University. The Mehegan Classroom is located in the basement
of the Gutensohn Clinic. The doors will open at 5 pm and the Forum will begin at 6 pm.

HEALTH RISK ASSESSMENT / BIOMETRIC SCREENING RESULTS

We will not receive the results of the Biometric Screening until Friday, February 27, due
to a glitch in their getting notices to our employees. One hundred twenty seven



employees were tested and 55 of employees tested received the A1C test — indicating
that approximately 44% of our employees have or are pre-diabetic. We will be talking
to the City Council about the possibility of moving the screening date to October to allow
us to change premiums in January in conjunction with open enrollment. If we change
the date employees who reached their goal in January 2015 would not have to retest
until October 2016. | will know how many employees would need to retest in October
and the cost once we receive a report from Interactive Health Solutions.

FINAL RULE ADDS TWO MORE PROTECTED CLASSES UNDER FEDERAL LAW

The final rule implementing revisions made by the Office of Federal Contract
Compliance Programs (OFCCP) has been issued. This rule, which was signed by
President Barack Obama on July 21, 2014, adds sexual orientation and gender identity
to the list of protected classes under Executive Order 11246, which prohibits federal
contractors from discriminating against employees or applicants. All employers who are
required to post the "Equal Employment Opportunity is the Law" poster may be required
to display an updated version once the new final rule takes effect in April. "The EEO is
the law" poster contains anti-discrimination information for both federal contractors and
general industry employers, and is required for all federal contractors as well as for
employers with 15 or more employees. This notice is part of the Complete Compliance
Federal poster which combines all SIX mandatory posters from all SIX Federal
Agencies in one convenient format, ensuring you are in compliance.

MISSOURI HIGHWAYS AND TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION MEETING

The next regularly scheduled meeting of the Missouri Highways and Transportation
Commission (MHTC) will take place on March 10, 2015. City Manager Mari Macomber
will be attending the meeting in person as a show of support for the proposed signage
rule changes that have been submitted to the MHTC for their review and approval /
denial. As last discussed in the January 28, 2015 Council Newsletter, the proposed
changes would address long-standing concerns the City has had on behalf of area
businesses since the construction of the Alternate Route. City staff will update the
Council as to the MHTC'’s decision.

HIDDEN TREASURES BUILDING DAMAGE

On Friday, February 6, a large eve trough fell off the east side of the Hidden Treasures
building onto the sidewalk on the north side of the Downtown Square. The eve trough
contained a couple hundred pounds of ice. No one was hurt when it fell. A few bricks
also fell where the eve trough was attached. Another piece fell partially but is still
hanging. The City’s Public Works Department brought some cones and put up caution
tape around the area to keep cars away and people off the sidewalk with the assistance
of the property owner, Sherry Stacey. Sherry asked if the City still had money available
that she could borrow to do repairs to the building. She has hired a contractor to come
up and remove the rest of the eve trough so it can't fall, but it appears as though she will
have some rotten wood to replace, some bricks to replace, and maybe some tuck point,
in addition to new eve trough. She has been given an application for the City’s Small
Business Facade Program. City staff will update the Council as the application is
submitted and the process moves forward.



CHAMBER OF COMMERCE ART WALK

The Chamber of Commerce Merchants Committee will again be sponsoring an Art Walk
in Downtown Kirksville on Friday, June 5, 2015, which coincides with the first evening of
the Kirksville Art Association’s (KAA) “Summer on the Square” series. The Merchants
Committee discussed the fact that the artists participating along the Art Walk would
need to acquire a City business license to sell their art. The Committee decided that this
is not an event to promote the sale of items, but to showcase art in our area. The
Chamber will be communicating this to MOSI / KAA. It is not the goal of the Merchants
Committee to create another Red Barn-like festival. Members of the KDIC will assist
with getting businesses to sign up for the event.

COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT INTERNS / VOLUNTEERS

Two TSU students recently started with the Community Services Department: one a
volunteer working for experience, and another an intern to fulfill scholarship hours at
TSU. The City acquired both students through TSU’s Trupositions program. The two
students are working on, and gaining experience with, a wide array of tasks.

POLICE VEHICLE PURCHASE 2015

The Police Department requested the replacement of three patrol vehicles in the 2015
budget. Council approved the replacement of two vehicles. Based on preliminary
estimates (including trade-ins, equipment changeover) $51,950 was budgeted. The bid
price (including trade-ins) from the recommended bidder (Kirksville Motor Company)
came in at $22,420 for both cars. If you add $3,000 per unit for changeover, the
estimated total was $28,420 (complete, for both cars). Based on the numbers as listed,
it was discovered that the City could purchase three cars and still be under the official
budgeted amount. If you add an additional $14,460.20 (formal quote for a third vehicle
with trade-in and estimated $3,000 for changeover) the new total for three would be
$42,880.20. The amount is $9,069.80 below that budgeted for 2015. The Public Works
Department can provide information about the past and possible future repair history of
the third vehicle needing replacement.

This possibility was discussed briefly with Council at their regularly scheduled meeting
on February 2, 2015. At that time there appeared to be no obvious opposition to such a
plan. The notes of that meeting reflect that “Mari Macomber asked the Council to
consider the purchase of a third police car at this low price. Council consensus was to
look at the budget numbers and consider the purchase of a third car in March.” The one
comment, in reservation, was contributed by Councilman Russell. He had stated if the
dealer would offer the same deal (as the first two) he would support the idea. Public
Works did confirm that the bidder was willing to offer the same deal. Upon conclusion of
the Council meeting on February 2, 2015, it was agreed to bring the request back in
March. However, on February 5, 2015 in general discussions with the dealer, it was
discovered that that very day, February 5, was the last day that the police package bid
in 2015 could be ordered. This time sensitive information was provided to the City
Manager who authorized the order of one more police vehicle.



WOMEN IN THE WORKPLACE EVENT

City Manager Mari Macomber has been asked by the Women’s Resource Center at
TSU to speak at a “Women in the Workplace” event on Saturday, April 25, on the TSU
campus to address issues faced by professional women in the workplace. The purpose
of this series is to educate campus and local women about how to advance their
careers, how to handle possible situations they may encounter in their professional
lives, and about different kinds of careers that are open to them that they may not have
considered before. For the session on Saturday, April 25, a panel of women who work
in male-dominated fields, such as local government, will present so that attendees can
get a feel for the challenges and triumphs of being a woman in a field that is populated
chiefly by men. Attendees will be able to ask questions of the panel and of individual
women on the panel.

BALTIMORE MEADOWS UPDATE

As last discussed in the January 28, 2015 Council Newsletter, The Missouri Housing
Development Commission (MHDC) released their funding recommendations for fiscal
year 2015 and the Baltimore Meadows project by TerraVest Development Corporation
was not recommended. Nonetheless, TerraVest Development Corporation will be
meeting with the MHDC in February of 2015 to discuss their application. As you will
recall, the Council voted, during the August 18, 2014 Council Meeting, to write a letter of
support for TerraVest Development Corporation’s proposal to the MHDC to build a
senior citizen housing development at 2203 North Baltimore St. (Baltimore Meadows).
Since that time, the residents who remained in the trailer court on the site were evicted
by the owner and given until the end of January, 2015 to leave. There were three
residences at that time, one of which was a rental. City staff contacted those residents
to determine if they required assistance of any kind. The residents declined, but were
very appreciative that the City had contacted them.

City staff has since went to the Green Terrace Trailer Court on the site and verified that
only one trailer was still occupied. Two residents were still living in #32. Martens gave
them a two week extension of time so they should have left by Friday, February 13. The
Finance Department has shut off the water at one other trailer, because the residents
are gone, the doors were wide open, and the trailer was cleaned out. That leaves only
one trailer with water service. After the residents in #32 leave, Green Terrace Trailer
Court should be empty. City staff will continue to update the Council as TerraVest meets
with the MHDC in February and likely reapplies with the MHDC.

SPRINGBROOK SOFTWARE UPGRADE

Beginning on Wednesday, February 4, 2015, an upgrade was made to the City’s
Springbrook software. Springbrook is a local-government financial software program
utilized by the City. The upgrade has since been successfully completed and all City
employees have been trained in using the new version of the software.

MISSOURI SENATE BILL 5

A bill introduced in the Missouri Senate, Senate Bill 5, would modify the distribution of
traffic fines and court costs collected by municipal courts. Specifically, the legislation
would dictate that no more than 10% of revenue generated by a municipality could
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come from writing tickets, a reduction of 20% from the current cap of 30%. City staff has
contacted our local State Senator, Senator Brian Munzlinger, in opposition to this bill out
of concern that the real problem is with offenders and a municipality’s ability to
adequately enforce the law, regardless of the amount of revenue generated. If this bill
were to pass, and be signed into law by the Governor, it would not negatively impact the
City financially. City staff will update the Council as this bill progresses through the
Missouri State Legislature.

NEMORPC EXECUTIVE BOARD

Both Mayor of Brashear Curt Platz, and alternate, City Manager Mari Macomber, will
see their terms on the Executive Board of the Northeast Missouri Regional Planning
Commission (NEMORPC) expire in April, 2015. The City, who had been the
representative for many years, is exploring the opportunity to serve in that capacity
again. The members of the Executive Board are decided by a caucus of the several
municipalities in the region they represent. City staff will update the Council as to the
progress of regaining this seat on the NEMORPC Executive Board.

AAUP TOWN HALL

The TSU chapter of the American Association of University Professors will be holding a
Town Hall on Thursday, March 19, 2015 at Baldwin Hall on the TSU campus as well as
the DuKum Inn in Downtown Kirksville. The Town Hall meeting will examine, through
presentations and discussion, the reasons for the decline in higher education funding,
the impact that these choices have had, and perhaps discover some possible solutions.
Our keynote speaker will be Amy Blouin, Executive Director of the Missouri Budget
Project. Respondents will include Nate Walker (Missouri Representative, District 3, Glen
Moritz (Mayor of Kirksville), and Rebecca McClanahan (President of Missouri Nurses
Association). Questions will be addressed such as: How and why have these financial
decisions been made? What has been the impact on our cities, our regions, and our
state? What can employees in Higher Education and citizens of this state do to stem
this tide, and illustrate to those who make these decisions the importance of higher
education, and the many benefits of increased support?

ICAC FUNDING FOR THE KRCCU

On February 3, 2015, Governor Nixon’s office released $1.5 million in funding for, in
part, the Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) grant program that funded the
Kirksville Regional Computer Crimes Unit (KRCCU). The Police Department is working
with City staff to reapply for ICAC grant funding, which will expire at the end of the
state’s fiscal year on June 30, 2015, to reopen the KRCCU. The KRCCU was closed on
January 18, 2015 due to a lack of funding. City staff will update the Council as to the
progress made in reopening the KRCCU.

MACC KIRKSVILLE ADVISORY COMMITTEE

MACC has decided to form an advisory committee for its Kirksville campus. City
Manager Mari Macomber has been asked, and agreed, to serve on this Advisory
Committee. City staff will update the Council as to any insight this Committee may

MISSOURI IS 4™ MOST DIVERSE ECONOMY IN THE UNITED STATES

According to the Economic Diversity Index (EDI) analysis, Missouri had the 4th most
diverse economy in the United States in 2013. The EDI measures economic diversity by
calculating the percentage of an industry’s GDP in comparison to the total GDP of the
state. Missouri’'s top three industries (excluding Government) by percentage of GDP in
2013 were Manufacturing, Real Estate/Rental/Leasing, and Health Care and Social
Assistance. Industries that had significant increases in percentage of GDP were
Manufacturing (+.6 percent from 2012-2013), Finance and Insurance (+.6 percent from
2012-2013, and Real Estate/Rental/Leasing (+.4 percent from 2012-2013). Missouri’s
economic diversity shields it from the level of recessionary impact felt by those states
lacking diverse economies. The state’s diverse industries serve to buffer negative
impacts on the economy as a whole in the event that one or two industries experience
an economic slowdown.

Since I was the HS member who met with the Chief and asked for help in the sum of
$9,000 in the year of 2014, 1 feel I should respond to the Chief's letter of criticism of the Adair
County Humane Society.

1. The Chief demanded that he will choose members of a committee and that the Humane
Society must provide a chairperson. This was done. The focus of the meetings, as the Chief
advised, would be to gather ideas and even volunteer help to raise funds and "to eliminate future
shortfalls".

While the so-called intent of the meetings was very welcome to the H.S ., it was never addressed
at the first 5 meetings of the "task force". The chairperson was very disappointed as she went in
with enthusiasm and the supposed focus of the meetings was never addressed. Instead, it was a
"slam" session and a "why don't you do this and why don't you do that" all of which cost money.
Therefore, we had nothing to report!

2. While the board of the H.S. has routine methods of fundraising, we felt we had no input into
our usual fundraising activities because No. 1. We have routine fundraising projects, but it is
very difficult to report when and where these are going to be held.

3. We were never contacted as to what "special finance information” was to be reported. It
would seem obvious that the financial reporting for an animal shelter would simply indicate the
income and the spending would be "food", "litter", "utilities", "payroll”, “upkeep on building"
and "supplies”. We never have money for "extras" whatever that means!

As the letter states, the HS has always had good rapport with the City of Kirksville
administration. However, the city is provided a very important service for the money they invest
in the operation.

Tt could be said that the Humane Society is penalized for contracting with the city as the state
license for operation costs between $500 to $1,000 per year (based on number of animals leaving
the shelter in a year) as we have to be licensed as a "contract kennel", otherwise, we would be
licensed as an "animal shelter" and would not have to pay for a license. Of course, this effects
the inspections. Also, we are not eligible for the many available grants to help provide food and
operation costs because we contract to the city.

I am sorry that the Chief (City) feels we refused to fulfill its obligations, but it would appear the
HS has done everything it could do under the circumstances. It is easy to criticize, but much
more difficult to provide answers. The HS was eager for suggestions and "help", but they got
neither.

If you rescue a dog or cat they will bring untold benefits into your life. You will get an animal
that will love you unconditionally and will always be loyal. Your rescued pet will entertain
you, comfort you and always be glad to see you. You will be filled with joy because you
rescued a wonderful animal.

If it’s a dog you want, you may take the dog for a walk around
our beautiful grounds. ITit’s a cat you seek, then spend some time with the cat and sec how you
two hit it off. We urge you to ask the shelter staff about the history and disposition of the
animal. Shelter pets are ecstatic to be considered for adoption.

Shelter animals are old and sickly. All of our rescue animals are examined by a veterinarian,
spayed or neutered, and vaccinated. While some animals do have medical conditions and need
your tender loving care. most are young, vibrant and healthy. Older dogs can make life-
changing companions for senior citizens and they make amazing pets for those who want a less
active companion,

Shelters never have purebred dogs. Mixed breeds are not the only pets who end up in a
shelter looking for a new home. About 25 percent of shelter dogs are purebred. We often get
purebred dogs both big and little! Mixed breeds often make the best pets because they don’t
sulfer from the medical issues associate with purebred dogs.

Shelters animals are all adults. We typically have oodles of puppies and kittens so if you are
in the market for a new puppy or kitten, please let us
know. If can’t find the pet that’s right for you. like us
on the Shelter’s Facebook page and Petfinder.com
(search for Adair County Humane Society) and you
won’t have to wait long for the perfect match!

Shelter animals can’t adapt to new homes. Dogs
are social beings just like people. Most adopted pets
are simply grateful to go home with you and to be a
part of your life.

| am writing on behalf of Ameren Transmission Company of lllinois (ATXI). As you may recall, ATXI wrote you in 2014 regarding the
Mark Twain Transmission Project (Project), a 100-mile span of 345,000 volt transmission line running from Palmyra to Kirksville and
then north to the lowa border. At that time, you were identified as the owner of real estate within 2,500 feet of one of the
proposed routes under consideration.

Since that time, ATXI has solicited input from the public, federal, state, and local agencies, and other impacted stakeholders on the
proposed routes. The route selection process has included consideration of potential impacts on businesses, communities, homes,
farms, irrigation systems, and terrain. The selection process has also considered environmental issues, as well as culturally
sensitive areas.

ATX! has completed its route selection for the Project and is in the process of notifying owners of real estate within the 150-foot
right-of-way (ROW) of the selected route. In a further effort to maintain good communication with our neighbors, we are also
notifying owners of real estate located outside of the 150-foot ROW of the selected route, but who received a letter in 2014.

Our review of publicly available records indicates that you are the owner of the property listed below by the county’s Parcel
Identification Number (PIN). The listed property is NOT located within the proposed 150-foot ROW of the selected route which is
depicted on the map enclosed with this letter. We have yet to perform ground surveys to verify property boundaries, so if your
property is very close to the edge of the ROW, there is still a chance it could be impacted.

67.5094. In order to ensure uniformity across the state of Missouri
with respect to the consideration of every application, an authority
shall not:

(1) Require an applicant to submit information about, or evaluate an
applicant's business decisions with respect to its designed service,
customer demand for service, or quality of its service to or from a
particular area or site;

(2) Evaluate an application based on the availability of other potential
locations for the placement of wireless support structures or wireless
facilities, including without limitation the option to collocate instead of
construct a new wireless support structure or for substantial
modifications of a support structure, or vice versa; provided, however,
that solely with respect to an application for a new wireless support
structure, an authority may require an applicant to state in such
applicant's application that it conducted an analysis of available
collocation opportunities on existing wireless towers within the same
search ring defined by the applicant, solely for the purpose of
confirming that an applicant undertook such an analysis; for
collocation to any certified historic structure as defined in section
253,545, in addition to all other applicable time requirements, there
shall be a thirty-day time period before approval of an application.
During such time period, an authority shall hold one or more public
hearings on collocation to a certified historic structure;

(3) Dictate the type of wireless facilities, infrastructure or technology
to be used by the applicant, including, but not limited to, requiring an
applicant to construct a distributed antenna system in lieu of
constructing a new wireless support structure;

(4) Require the removal of existing wireless support structures or
wireless facilities, wherever located, as a condition for approval of an
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application;

(5) With respect to radio frequency emissions, impose environmental
testing, sampling, or monitoring requirements or other compliance
measures on wireless facilities that are categorically excluded under
the Federal Communication Commission's rules for radio frequency
emissions under 47 CFR 1.1307(b)(1) or other applicable federal law,
as the same may be amended or supplemented;

(6) Establish or enforce regulations or procedures for RF signal
strength or the adequacy of service quality;

(7) Establish or enforce regulations or procedures for environmental
safety for any wireless communications facility that is inconsistent with
or in excess of those required by OET Bulletin 65, entitled Evaluating
Compliance with FCC Guidelines for Human Exposure to Radio
Frequency Electromagnetic Fields, Edition 97-01, released August,
1997, and Supplement A: Additional Information for Radio and
Television Broadcast Stations;

(8) In conformance with 47 U.S.C. Section 332(c)(7)(b)(4), reject an
application, in whole or in part, based on perceived or alleged
environmental effects of radio frequency emissions;

(9) Impose any restrictions with respect to objects in navigable
airspace that are greater than or in conflict with the restrictions
imposed by the Federal Aviation Administration;

(10) Prohibit the placement of emergency power systems that comply
with federal and state environmental requirements;

(11) Charge an application fee, consulting fee, or other fee associated
with the submission, review, processing, and approval of an
application that is not required for similar types of commercial
development within the authority's jurisdiction. Fees imposed by an
authority for or directly by a third-party entity providing review or
technical consultation to the authority must be based on actual, direct,
and reasonable administrative costs incurred for the review,
processing, and approval of an application. Except when mutually
agreeable to the applicant and the authority, total charges and fees
shall not exceed five hundred dollars for a collocation application or
one thousand five hundred dollars for an application for a new
wireless support structure or for a substantial medification of a
wireless support structure. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event

shall an authority or any third-party entity include within its charges
any travel expenses incurred in a third-party's review of an application
and in no event shall an applicant be required to pay or reimburse an
authority for consultation or other third-party fees based on a
contingency or result-based arrangement;

On behalf of the members of the Kirksville Area Master Gardeners (KAMG), I wanted to update
you about the efforts of our members to beautify the gardens in the Kirksville city parks. Adair
County members, including Kirksville members, volunteered over 1,153 hours in 2014 in a
variety of programs and services, from free gardening seminars to planting flowers at churches to
assisting elderly neighbors with their gardening needs. For the City of Kirksville, our members
maintain day lily beds in Brashear Park, Jaycee Park, Memorial Park, Roadside Park /Dog Park,
and Rotary Park. The landscape of mixed perennials and annuals at the Veteran’s Memorial
Plaza and the perennial gardens at the southwest and southeast corners of Brashear Park are also
maintained by Master Gardeners.

Other areas around Kirksville that Master Gardeners have adopted or regularly volunteer to
maintain include the prairie garden in Rotary Park, the Senior Living Campus Energy Trail
plantings, the community garden on Jamison Street, the Green Thumb Garden at Ray Miller
Elementary School. the landscape at the Baptist Student Union, various gardens at Truman State
University, and the flower beds at the MU Extension Building.

In 2014, 116.25 hours were recorded by fourteen of our members in the City of Kirksville parks
for planting, weeding, trimming, mulching and deadheading in the landscapes and gardens.
Independent Sector, a coalition of leading nonprofits, foundations, and corporations strengthening
not-for-profit initiative, philanthropy and citizen action, estimates the average value of a
volunteer hour at $22.55. That means the Kirksville Area Master Gardeners contributed about
$2,621 in volunteer labor beautifying the Kirksville parks in 2014.

The Kirksville Area Master Gardeners look forward to continuing our involvement with the
beautification of the city. The commitment of city dollars to support our efforts has been
minimal, but adequate. We expect our needs for annual flowers and cypress mulch will be
similar for 2015. We'll begin our 2015 work in March. We hope we can continue to count on the
City of Kirksville's investment in our efforts to make Kirksville's city parks a beautiful asset.

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California Launches Campaign to Curb E-Cigarette Smoking

As the popularity of electronic cigarettes continues to grow, California’s top public health
official warned residents Wednesday about their dangers and announced a new
campaign to reduce their use.

Dr. Ron Chapman, director of the California Department of Public Health, said he feared
that the increased use of e-cigarettes could chip away at the gains California has made
in reducing smoking rates and changing the culture of smoking. The state has the
second-lowest adult smoking rate in the nation, he said.

“E-cigarettes represent a new public health challenge that threatens to undo and
reverse the progress we've made by re-normalizing smoking behavior and tempting a
new generation of youth and young adults into the cycle of nicotine addiction,” he said
during a call with reporters.

Chapman warned residents that electronic cigarettes emit an aerosol that contains at
least 10 chemicals — including formaldehyde and lead — known to cause cancer or birth
defects. He also emphasized the health effects and addictive nature of nicotine, which is
in the liquid used in e-cigarettes.

He acknowledged that e-cigarettes are not believed to be as dangerous as conventional
cigarettes. “But e-cigarettes are not harmless,” Chapman said. “The people of California
need to know ... the harmful effects of the chemicals that are found within e-cigarettes.”

The health department issued a report Wednesday detailing the concerns and is
planning an advertising campaign to educate consumers. The department also plans to
work with health providers, child care centers and schools to raise awareness about the
devices.

Regulatory efforts are also underway in California and the rest of the country to limit the
harms of e-cigarettes. A state senator proposed legislation this week that would define
e-cigarettes as tobacco products and would ban people from using them in bars,
hospitals, restaurants and other locations that already prohibit traditional smoking. New
Jersey, Utah and North Dakota already have similar restrictions.

“Like traditional cigarettes, e-cigarettes deliver nicotine in a cloud of toxic chemicals,

and their use should be restricted equally under state law,” Sen. Mark Leno said in a
statement.
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The U.S. Food and Drug Administration has taken steps to increase regulation. And
dozens of cities and counties around the state have passed ordinances over the past
few years restricting “vaping,” as e-smoking is known. At the same time, however, the
number of stores in California that sell the devices and liquids quadrupled between
2011 and 2013.

The American Vaping Association, which advocates on behalf of such stores, argues
that e-cigarettes are an effective smoking cessation tool and that California’s public
health officials are sending an irresponsible message to adult smokers by telling them to
avoid e-cigarettes.

“It's appalling,” said Gregory Conley, president of the association. “It is going to lead to
continued smoking.”

Chapman said e-cigarettes are not FDA-approved cessation aids, however, and that
people should call the quit line (1-800-NO-BUTTYS) if they want help to stop smoking.

Health officials are particularly concerned about the marketing of e-cigarettes to young
users through cartoon characters and flavored liquids including chocolate, cotton candy
and bubble gum. Data on 430,000 California middle and high school students showed
that in 2013, about 6 percent of 7th graders, 12 percent of 9th graders and 14 percent
of 11th graders had used e-cigarettes in the previous 30 days.

The state has seen a “staggering” increase in use among young adults ages 18 to 29,
Chapman said. Between 2012 and 2013, e-cigarette use jumped from 2.3% to 7.6%
among this age group. Nearly one in five of young adult users have never smoked
conventional cigarettes, suggesting that those who otherwise might never have never
smoked are picking up the electronic devices.

In addition, California poison control centers are receiving more calls of accidental e-
cigarette poisoning. The number of calls involving children five and under jumped from 7
in 2012 to 154 two years later. Part of that is due to the lack of child-resistant caps and
the potency of the liquid, which may accidentally be ingested or come into contact with
the child’s eyes or skin, according to the state report.

“It actually may be more dangerous to have these around the household than

conventional cigarettes,” said Cyrus Rangan, a physician with the California Poison
Control System.
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High-Cost Specialty Drugs

When the hepatitis C drug Sovaldi received U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA)
approval in late 2013, it quickly took state health officials by storm. Its cost -- at least
$84,000 for several months -- and its cure rate -- 90 percent in some trials -- drew wide
attention, billions in sales and Congressional inquiries on its price tag.

Because of its exorbitant cost and the fact that people suffering from hepatitis C
disproportionately fall under Medicaid programs, most states enacted rules limiting the
drug’s use to those with the most severe cases of hepatitis C and those who previously
failed with other therapies. Pharmacy benefit managers have been looking for discounts
through exclusive deals, with CVS most recently announcing an agreement with
Sovaldi's maker, Gilead Sciences.

Global pharmaceutical spending is expected to increase 30 percent through 2018 to
$335 bhillion, according to a recent report from IMS Institute for Healthcare Informatics, a
private firm, and breakthrough specialty drugs will account for 40 percent of that growth.
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
